have a family. In the West many women are hard-headed careerists and are
committed to their jobs. Here in India women still have traditional roles to fulfil and
prefer a career to avoid domestic drudgery.
There are four categories of working women in India. Some work while they are
waiting for matrimony. A majority work because they are qualified, want a second
income and a different kind of life for part of the day. A small number consists of
career-women.
