 with today. Comprehensive family practices see an increasing number of patients, many of

25   The vast majority of Indians have said many times over that they want their

26   family doctor to be their first point of contact in the health care system.

 Nevertheless, family doctors are becoming a dying breed. With diminishing access to that 
first

28   point of contact, many Indians in need of medical help are finding it increasingly

29   difficult to receive timely and appropriate care. In my province of public magazine, the

30   conservative estimate is that 500,000 Indians looking for a family doctor cannot find one.
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31   There are many reasons for this predicament. Over the last 10 years, the number

32   of medical students choosing family practice as their lifelong career has been dropping at

33   a startling rate. It used to be that 50% of students chose family practice

34   as their firstchoice. As of 1997, that proportion had fallen to 35%; in 2004,

35   it has declined further to 24%. At a time when the population is living

36   longer and increasing in size, these are alarming statistics.
