Nothing has contributed more to retarding the emergence of a democratic context in places
like Venezuela, Nigeria, Saudi Arabia, and Iran than the curse of oil. As long as the monarchs and
dictators who run these oil states can get rich by drilling their natural resources-as opposed to
drilling the natural talents and energy of their people — they can stay in office forever. They can
use oil money to monopolize all the instruments of power — army, police and intelligence — and
never have to introduce real transparency or power sharing. All they have to do is capture and hold
the oil tap. They never have to tax their people, so the relationship between the ruler and the ruled
is highly distorted. Without taxation, there is no representation. The rulers don’t have to pay
attention to the people or explain how they are spending their money-because they have not raised
that money through taxes. That is why countries focused on tapping their oil wells always have
weak or non-existent institutions. Countries focused on tapping their people have to focus on
developing real institutions, property rights, rule of law, independent courts, modern education,
foreign trade, foreign investment, freedom of thought and scientific inquiry to get most out of their
men and women.
